County Councillor R Peart’s Report 
I attended the Health and Adult Care Scrutiny Committee. Concerns had been raised by Exeter University about increasing mental ill health within the student population. As a result of which a University Mental Health team has been setup which is jointly funded by Exeter University and DCC via the improved Better Care Fund. DCC has also resumed responsibility for the management of personal care referrals for the Living Well at home zones that had been managed by Mears care due to its exit from the market. Torbay District hospitals updated Theatres are now in use following a £2.3 million refurbishment. They are controlled with new high-tech humidity and lighting controls which is essential for surgery.

Councillor D Rollason
On Tuesday 12 November 2019 – I attended the Overview & Scrutiny meeting where there was a presentation on Emergency Planning and business continuity. I raised a concern that the council had not been invited to a recent training exercise. Several other Councilors echoed the value of including Town and Parish Councils in emergency planning and training. 

Tuesday 19th November 2019, I attended Teignbridge District Full Council meeting. A presentation given by Mr. Jon Avon re Stover Park renovation. This also served to demonstrate the case for a National Lottery Bid – there are indications Stover is moving up the list to be a successful bid. There are several features of very significant historical and environmental interest at Stover.

Teignbridge District Council voted to support the RBL campaign to end the service charge to commonwealth armed services personnel exercising their right to live in the UK.

They further voted for the additional £250k investment in the district for Broadband, subject to satisfactory assurances being received. We now have a clearer specification for what the extra money will buy and that this can be audited. My previous opposition to the extra funds was that we were told such assurances could not be given, now it seems it can.

A report was given by the chair of THAT one of our local food banks, regarding the ‘No Holiday Hunger’ campaign; it provided 475 food packs to 95 families in Teignbridge including 250 throughout the summer holidays.

The Lodge Indoor Skatepark reported that they had raised £5,000 through crowd funding to help disadvantaged young people across South Devon. This type of funding is something our Friends of Clifford Park are looking into,
