Police Report
PCSO Pike reported that in July:

Overall, the six weeks school summer holidays went well and none of the Town parks had issues.

Travellers set up at Winners Gym but caused no major issues

On 25 August, 2019 there was a large vehicle meet in Kingsteignton Retail Park and Homebase car park.  There were over 200 vehicles gathered and crowds of people lined Green Hill Way.  Various vehicles were seen speeding at excessive speeds and marks on the road suggested vehicles had been doughnutting and static wheel spinning.  A Section 35 Dispersal Order was authorised and all vehicles were moved off.  We have also issued Section 59’s to those drivers who were seen driving in a dangerous or careless manor.

(A Section 59 Warning is issued first to allow the driver to make adjustments to their driving style or to their motor vehicles. If there are any further complaints about the driver once the Section 59 Warning has been issued, Police then have the power to seize the motor vehicle they are driving at the time of the complaint.  A Section 59 stays with the driver for 12 months)
We have received reports of speeding along the Old Exeter Road towards Teigngrace by the new Redrow Homes.  I have contacted the Special Constables and asked them to monitor this area when next carrying out a traffic op.
Questions asked:

· That updates be given on the Police website page concerning activities being carried out.  PCSO Pike said that this is now being done, but they are constantly updating the Newton Abbot Police Facebook page.
· That the Sergeant should be encouraged to come along to Council meetings to give a full update on activities in the Town.  The Council are keen have a closer liaison with the police than at present 
· Complaint received from a resident concerning the lack of speed checks on Broadway Road, which now has more people walking along this road and traffic travelling very fast.
· Cllr Bovey and Plummer requested that their names be put forward for the Community Speedwatch team
Public Participation
There was no public participation
County Councillor R Peart’s Report
Cllr Peart reported on the Teign Estuary Trail and said that they are steadily moving forward with the preparation of the planning application for submission early in 2019/2020.  This will cover the sections of the trail from Passage House Inn via Bishopsteignton towards Teignmouth at the Morrisons junction with the A381.

In the sections south of Bishopsteignton, the land owners have recently been contacted and we are working on carrying out topographic surveys and refining the alignment of the trail through further discussions.  Network Rail has been consulting on the Parson’s Tunnel to Teignmouth section of their infrastructure that indicates the inclusion of cycle/walkway/amenity facilities.  DCC has recently responded positively.  The link below shows a video of the proposed scheme.

The design of the Dawlish to Holcombe section is well advanced and has recently been submitted for a Road Safety Audit.  There are no outstanding planning or land ownership issues, a normal pre-requisite for attracting funding.

A joint Councillor’s letter of support for the TET has been sent to Sustrans to advise them of the state of readiness of the scheme, regarding their funding allocation.  We were very pleased with the support and positive response on the TET at the recent Bishopsteignton Festival.

Teignbridge District Council have been in recess for August, with very few meetings.  This time has been used for training of new councillors.  I attended a Planning Meeting where the new road near Plants Galore leading to Seale Hayne was passed which will help to reduce traffic through the town.

Clerk’s Report 
I would like to welcome our new Councillors Cllr Laws and Khan to the Town Council.

· I have met with Tegan Preston, DCC Highways and walked along the footpaths on Rydon Road, footpath to Eagle Farm and the footpath running at the back of Orchid Vale.  These pathways are overgrown with brambles and trees, with lamp posts being covered in some places.  Ms Preston has said that she will escalate the overgrown trees to the Tree Team for their advice on what needs cutting back and I have asked her if the Town Council were to cut back the brambles etc., if they could help us to dispose of the cuttings.  She has spoken to Simon Pearson, DCC Highways and they are unable to assist with this.  Ms Preston also confirmed that DCC Highways no longer spray the weeds at the side of the road.
· Work has been completed at The Fountain and a lot of comments have been received on the work carried out.  A resident from Oakymead Park has phoned the office to thank the Town Council for the work carried out at The Fountain and that this is very much appreciated.

· Air-conditioning has been installed throughout the Community Hall

· Full Planning permission has been granted for the Portacabin and Storage Unit at the rear of the Community Hall.

· FOCP and members of the Working Party from the Town Council for Clifford Park have met with the company providing the new Skate Ramp and upgrading of the MUGA area and it is hoped that work will start on the installation of the new equipment by the end of September and be completed in time for October half-term.  After minute – Work is expected to start on Clifford Park on 30 September and be completed by 14 October, 2019

· Our new Finance Officer, Mr Philip Banner, has taken up post and is settling in well

· We have three candidates for the Councillor vacancy and interviews will be held on Wednesday 18 September, 2019 at 6.30 pm

· Councillors have now been issued with their new kingsteignton.gov email addresses, which will now be used in line with GDPR requirements
· A call was received in the office from a resident whose property borders Hackney Lane, were there are dead trees in the bank.  DCC Highways have been contacted and will take a look at this and deal with as needed

· Kingsteignton In Bloom was held and entries were good.  Presentation of the cups and certificates was held at The Old Rydon on 20 August 2019
· The Diocese has approved the installation of the Receiver for CCTV Cameras on the tower of St Michaels Church.  A contract is to be drawn up between the Church and the Town Council

· The 2019/2020 Town Guide is being printed and will be available shortly

· The Annual Report for 2019/19 has been completed and a copy handed to all councillors

· Hatching has been placed on the hardstanding at Oakford Lawn to stop cars parking in front of the footpath.

Representative Reports
Rydon Primary School – Cllr Ripping reported that he is actively trying to ascertain the ownership of the Well Head between the School and Council Offices.
Feoffees - Cllr Austen explained how this charity works to the two new councillors

Friends of Kingsteignton Library – Cllr Peart said that renovation work at the Library, which has been ongoing for three years, has been passed to Libraries Unlimited.

Kingsteignton School – Cllr Scagell said that she would visit the school to introduce herself as the council representative.

Kingsteignton Youth Centre - Cllr Austen said that the Management Committee were concerned that the membership figures had fallen.

Outdoor Bowling Club – Cllr Peart said that the Chairperson, Lesley Brookes and the Finance Officer, Frank Carter have stepped down.  They have been asked to reconsider their decisions.
PCC - Cllr Thorne said that talks were being held about Councillors assisting the Police in public areas in areas of high need.  He said that he had met with Inspector Leisk regarding problems on the road and Operation “Snap”, which is encouraging people to send in videos captured on their on-board cameras of unacceptable driving.  50% of videos received are proven to be good enough to lead to prosecution.  
Cllr Thorne said that he would like the police to clarify how much of their time is spent in Kingsteignton, what they are doing, where and when.

Sibelco - Cllr Peart said that he is looking to set up a meeting with Gary Stringer to discuss what is happening at the Redrow site and cycle routes.

Kingsteignton Swimming Pool – Cllr Scagell said that pool was coming to the end of their season and she would give a fuller report at the October meeting.

Teign School - Cllr Peart said that the beginning of term was a busy time for schools, and that Mrs Wharf, Headteacher at Teign School’s husband had joined the Devon Educational Trust.

Twinning Association - Cllr Khan submitted the following report following the Twinning Association’s visit to Orbec to celebrate the 40th Anniversary of their twinning.

Our French friends offered us a 6 night trip to Orbec this year, as opposed to the usual 4 or 5. There were 56 Kingsteigntonians including 13 children this year.  This also included 7 of the original founders of KOTA.
The first full day included a games afternoon including traditional French games and an all-ages football match – and a dedicated official/civic event at La Vespiere Town Hall.

The civic reception included:-

· Speeches from both Twinning Association Chairmen (James Woulfe – Kingsteignton (CC’d) and Gisele Motio – Orbec)

· Speeches and exchange of gifts from no less than 4 Town Mayors!

· The Mayor of Orbec - Monsieur Cool – Orbec
· The Mayor of – La Vespière and Friardel.
· The Mayor of Frammesbach   - Frau Holzemer (German town also twinned with Orbec)

· Cllr Rollason, which I read on your behalf

· Speech by Malcolm Vallance – co-founder of KOTA and coincidentally, former Mayor of Kingsteignton

· Buffet meal local produce for 120 attendees in a marquee on the village green
Your speech was translated into French and read out by Vee Chambers.  It was well received and the sentiment echoed content of the other speeches.  There was warm applause at the appropriate places.  At the end, I passed out the gifts to the French mayors on your behalf.   They, in return offered a gift of a photo-montage of Orbec and La Vespiere, which I have delivered to the Town Hall.  
The same civic occasion also included a renewal of the Twinning Charters which were signed by all representatives.  Again, representing the Town Council, I signed this on your behalf.  I delivered the framed original to the council offices along with the photo-montage. I have asked for the updated charter to be hung alongside the 4 previous versions which have been cleaned and re-framed after being copied for the time-capsule.  
The Mayor of Frammesbach   - Frau Holzemer also gave me a book about Frammesbach (in German) as a gift to Kingsteignton and asked me to extend his kind regards to yourself.  

That evening there was an orchestral concert at the principal church of Orbec (Notre Dame) which was also well attended. 

The second day included an 11 course banquet at the Orbec Town Hall with live musical accompaniment.  Here, James Woulfe delivered a rolling slide-show on the history of Kingsteignton with each slide including a French translation.  This summarised the last thousand years with increasing photographic detail of more recent times.  This was marvelously received and informed many of the English delegates as much as it did the French.  We also used this occasion to give the French a matching time-capsule and a copy of the contents we are including in ours.  In turn, the French gave us reciprocal contents (flags and photos) and also a ‘Chapeau de Vicontesse’ (a traditional hat worn by the French equivalent of our May Queen).
Days 3 and 5 were reserved for time ‘en famille’ for less formal activities.   

Day 4 was a full-group coach-trip to Bayeux where we were given the full guided tour of the tapestry, cathedral and town.  This was a hugely informative occasion and the tapestry in particular was so well explained (in all languages) it captivated the audience from the youngest (age 4) to the oldest (age 94) in the group.  

Needless to say, each day was filled with love/laughter, cheese/wine, and memories old and new.  There was animated debate surrounding Brexit, climate, sport and everything in between.  As always, we are as intrigued by our similarities as those areas in which we differ.  Crucially, Kingsteignton Town Council has again supported better understanding and cooperation between Kingsteignton and our European friends.
