County Councillor R Peart’s Report
The Teign Estuary Trail is a long-term aspiration of DCC forming part of the “Cycling and Multi-Use Trail Network Strategy” with work being undertaken to progress design of various sections over recent years.  The current strategy is for the route to be delivered incrementally, with some sections already delivered.
The first section of the Teign Estuary Trail between Kingsteignton and Town Quay, in Newton Abbot, opened in 2013, with another stretch between Newton Abbot Racecourse and Passage House Inn opening in April 2018. 

At their meeting on 13 March, 2019, DCC’s Cabinet Members reiterated their support for the strategy to complete gaps in the Trail between Passage House Inn and Dawlish.

The Cabinet also agreed to progress plans for the next phase of the Teign Estuary Trail and councillors supported a recommendation to proceed with a planning application for the section of the Trail between Passage House Inn and Teignmouth urban edge.

This follows TDC’s Executive Committee’s decision on 5 March, 2019 to commit £200,000 towards the cost of preparing and submitting the planning application.  Bishopsteignton Parish Council and the Save the Teign Estuary Trail campaign group are also providing support to progress with their planning application that would be prepared over the next 18 months.  DCC have also committed to match this fund with their own £200,000 contribution.  

The development of this part of the Trail would be divided into two sections:

· From Passage House Inn to Bishopsteignton, where the majority of this route runs inland of the railway

· From Bishopsteignton to the junction of Newfoundland Road and Morrisons in Teignmouth, in part using old sections of road to the north of the A381.

From Passage House Inn to Teignmouth design work and preparation of the planning application will continue whilst initial investigations suggest that the section through Teignmouth town centre needs further exploration when suitable funding is identified.

A route has been identified for the section between Teignmouth via Holcombe to Dawlish, most of which could be delivered as permitted development, without the need for planning permission.  There are, however, ongoing discussions with Network Rail on the potential to provide amenity facilities on this section of the route incorporating walking and cycling infrastructure.

DCC confirm that funds (£374,000) from Investing in Devon (IIDF) remain allocated to the scheme.  Some will be used to match the £200,000 TDC contributions towards the planning application which is estimated to cost in the region of £400,000.  The majority of the remaining IID funding is reserved for completing design work, progressing land acquisition and a contribution towards construction.

However, there will remain a significant funding shortfall for the route construction and external funding will need to be secured in order for the scheme to progress once planning approval has been obtained.

Cllr Peart also informed the meeting he had attended the Queens Garden Party with his wife and had a wonderful time.

Cllr Rollason said that he had been elected as chair to the Licensing Committee.
Councillor Thorne 
Cllr Thorne said that it was early days in the setup of the new council.
Councillor B Austen
Cllr Austen said the political power of the District Council had switched from Conservative to Liberal Democrat.
Councillor R Peart 
Cllr Peart attended the Overview and Scrutiny committee and one of the subjects discussed was recycling.  Teignbridge is the best area in Devon for recycling, but a lot more can be done to boost Teignbridge Council’s impressive recycling rates.  Waste Manager, Christ Branes told members that:
· TDC recycle 55.4% closely followed by East Devon wit 54.2%

· This figure would grow if residents stopped putting food in the black bins and started using their blue caddies more
· A huge 20% of waste dumped in black bins was food.  I would suggest we put a message in the Newsletter with these figure in it and on the website.

· 4 Non-Specified Investments - These investments have greater potential risk – examples include investment in the money market, stocks and shares.  Given the unpredictability and uncertainties surrounding such investments, Kingsteignton Town Council should always seek advice from one or more independent accredited Financial Advisors to ensure that investments are relatively safe.
· Interest Rates - The Council will look around for the best possible terms when borrowing but will usually use the Public Works Loan Board (PWLB).  The Council feels that the fixed term rates offered by the PWLB are usually low and ……
Cllr Thorne asked that the spreading of the council funds in various accounts be discussed and actioned at the Finance meeting.

Resolved:   that the draft Mission Statement from 2019-2020 be adopted.
