Police Report
Apologies were received from PC Derbyshire and PCSO Pike, but the following report was submitted from PC Derbyshire:-
Firstly, an update on Orchid Vale. At this moment in time, since the new tenant has arrived, there has only been one phone call to police and that was a noise complaint. Without wishing to tempt fate there have been no other issues. I am in contact with the residents and visit the address approximately every two-three weeks.

Secondly, I have been informed of a rumour that police officers will not attend a shoplifting incident if it is under £200.00. There are lots of variables to each incident which would have been easier for me to explain and answer questions had I been able to attend.

Briefly, there may be times that there are just no officers to attend and police work with the store for the best outcome. This may be that it is crimed and the offender dealt with at a later date.

Some stores are capable and willing to deal with the incident in house by way of civil recovery and banning notices if the goods are recovered for example. 

There is no list as each incident can be different. 

One question that may come up is in regards to business CCTV. Leaflets have been produced to give advice on businesses on shoplifting and ways to reduce and minimise incidents, and what is required in relation to CCTV evidence.

If a business is solely relying on CCTV to evidence a shoplifting offence, it has to capture each of the following elements.

Selection of the item

Concealment of the item

Observation of the offender around the business

No offer of payment from the offender

Exit- their exit from the business needs to be captured.

The police and Crown Prosecution Service will look at this and it may well be concluded that if one element is missing that the offence is not complete. 

As an example, if an offender enters the business, and is seen on CCTV, then followed by CCTV and is seen to select and conceal an item but then goes out of view from every CCTV camera even for a short period of time then the offence is not complete.

As I said it would be easier to explain and answer questions as it can sound complicated.
Resolved that, Town Clerk, Mrs C Lakin expedites the CCTV with Inspector Yelland.
Public Participation
Mrs C Taylor, had previously raised the matter at the Kingsteignton Annual Town Meeting, of the desperate need for a pavement along Broadway Road, for safety reasons. Mrs Taylor would like Kingsteignton Town Council to be pro-active and believes that there is no empathy.  Please be re-active with Redrow Homes who have built the new houses, but have done nothing for safety of the new residents.  It seems as though Teignbridge District Council get away with everything in Kingsteignton.
Mrs Taylor presented a petition ‘Broadway Road Death Trap – accident waiting to happen!!’

With 230 signatures on, all of whom the residents are very concerned and want something done about the issue.  There is only one 30 mile an hour speed limit sign and it is used as a ‘rat run’.

Cllr Peart advised that the Neighbourhood Officer has previously been out and looked at the area and considered it to be safe.  However, to take this matter forward people must get out and protest, to stand up for what they believe in, as public participation makes a real difference.  We as a Council will continue to keep on at Teignbridge District and Devon County Council to take this matter further.  We will have a town meeting to invite residents along as well as have Police Inspector Yelland and Mr Nick Davies, Head of Planning from Teignbridge District Council and an officer from Devon County Councils to answer questions.
Cllr Bovey agreed with everything that Mrs Taylor is raising issues about and said that the fact is, that Kingsteignton was not built for pedestrians and whilst Devon County Council have welcomed the new developments’, the necessary infrastructure has not been put in place, as even the cycle path to Bovey Tracey is very dangerous.
Mrs Taylor asked if a Devon County Councillor was present.  Cllr Peart said that he was the County Councillor for Kingsteignton.

Mrs E Wickham, spoke about her past involvement as a Councillor years’ ago and reiterated that a public meeting has to be held for people to speak out and get a response.

Cllr Rollason in his capacity as a District Councillor has said that whilst in planning meetings at Teignbridge, that DCC say that it is safe.  However, legislation and law presumes in favour of the developer.
Cllr Peart thanked Mrs Taylor for her contribution to this meeting.  
Mrs C Taylor left the meeting at 7:49 pm

County Councillor R Peart’s Report
I was invited to the Environmental Flood Committee meeting at Westward Ho, to look at coastal erosion which effects 12 coastal areas within Devon & Cornwall.  We walked around Westward Ho and looked at the effects of storm Eleanor from which they have lost 30 metres of land to the sea.  There was a huge sandbar on the right hand side of the coast which was natural, about 4 beach huts were washed away and there are bungalows, homes and shops which will soon disappear. The issues are under investigation but lack of funds is a big issue. It was a very worthwhile meeting which proved that global warming is having severe effects.
On the environmental issues, Cllr Rollason reported that Antarctica is being affected by rising sea levels and also brought up that we do not recycle here.

Resolved that, a recycling program is invested in for waste from both the Council Office and Community Hall building.

District Councillor Reports

Councillor R Peart 
Cllr Rollason and myself were recently contacted by Jenny Preece regarding event licences’ for the Olde Street Market on Oakford Lawn.  Jenny was unsure of what to do, so I picked Dave and Jenny up and we went to TDC to see if we could sort it out with her.  TDC were very helpful, but Jenny was told that she could not go ahead with the Floral Dance from Crossley Moor Road because she did not have road closures permission and she could not play music on the lawn without a licence, which could not be done in time for the show.  We all went away to think about the situation.

Jenny phoned me later to tell me that the Swimming Pool have an outdoor music licence, so I phoned TDC next morning and asked them if they would consider this, which they at first said ‘no’ to, but to leave it with them to discuss.  I later received a call at 4:00 pm to say it was good news and that the event could go ahead with music, because they viewed the music as incidental and not part of the main event, but if it goes ahead again next year, to seek advice from them first.
Councillor D Rollason
I attended the March Planning Meeting and noted the great importance members place on preserving heritage and the settings surrounding our heritage buildings and monuments. Sometimes it seems an uphill battle against planning laws and regulations.

I and fellow Councillors met with TDC officers to discuss the review of the TDC local Plan. The plan has much to commend it, although I would like more emphasis on local town developments and a robust negotiation with partner LAs to secure better infrastructure, commerce and industry and the cultural amenity that follow such economic development. I fear the Greater Exeter Strategic plan (which also impacts on all of Teignbridge) may draw such investment away from us in Kingsteignton.

As I hear The Local Enterprise Partnership LEP have announced the appointment of a new Chief Executive. And there is a new Productivity Strategy for the HotSW area (Heart of the South West) Planning Committee, I am wondering how these planning mechanisms fit with the TDC Local Plan and the Greater Exeter Strategic Plan.  We need to avoid confusion and excess planning costs.

Teignbridge is taking a detailed look at how residents can access services online and is putting in place new digital systems that make it even easier for people to get things done and is asking Members for help in becoming advocates for online services and signposting people to what they can do online.

21 April, 2018 Kingsteignton Swimming Pool
