F05/19         Precept 2019-2020
The committee discussed the increase of 5% in the Precept that was resolved at the Full Council meeting. As a result of this discussion it was decided that this funding will be considered to be  used towards the following:

· Neighborhood Schemes;
· Mending potholes (Volunteers to be recruited) Chapter 8 training provided.
· Snow services e.g. new grit bins to be installed at targeted locations where vulnerable persons are identified, and recruit help to maintain access.
· Clean signs and consider illumination of ‘Welcome to Kingsteignton’ signs.

· On going maintenance of the towns Leats, so as not to lose the benefit gained this year.

· Dog/Litter warden/ linesman on sessional basis to implement above options

· Acquiring ownership of land at the Junction of Hackney Lane/Greenhill Way, to preserve and maintain it as a public amenity.
· Improve road and pedestrian signage for the Town and Conservation area, together with information boards, signs for walkers, together with planting at signs
· Upgrade KTC public information including to develop website to make it an interactive system to enable public to report problems, book rooms, etc. online.

· Increase CCTV Network.

The committee agreed that these proposals were consistent as set out in The Mission Statement 2015-2020.
Resolved:  The committee agreed that the growing trend for Town Councils to deliver more public services, the mission statement, and the rate of inflation there is sufficient needs and justification for the 5% rise in the 2019-2020 Precept.
