Teign school are to be advised that they can choose between ‘Young Minds’ and ‘Tranquility Garden’, each of which are projects supporting mental health. Rydon school will put the money towards buying non-fiction books for the library and new play equipment for the youngest children. St Michaels school will use the funding to set up a Forest school area encouraging children to engage with nature.
