Resolved:  that Policies be adopted and added to the Town Council website and reviewed at the September Finance meeting.
Resolved:  that GDPR training be held for Councillors and Staff on Wednesday 23 May, 2018 at 7pm in the Mary Hall Suite.  Councillors and Staff to be advised.

To approve payments to Kingsteignton Youth Centre and Kingsteignton Swimming Pool

Resolved: that £12,185 be paid to Kingsteignton Swimming Pool and £12,185 to Kingsteignton Youth Centre to assist both organisations with running costs as the Town Council is Custodian Trustees to both organisations.  Approved in budget.  (Local Government Act (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, s.19)
Discussion took place regarding the request from Kingsteignton Swimming Pool for a grant of £4000 towards the cost of removing and disposing of the existing media, clean and inspect the internals of the Sand Filters and to refill them with new media at a cost of £4960 + vat.  The committee were informed that the Swimming Pool had £2600 being held by the Town Council from S106 funds.  Cllr Peart said that these funds were towards new fascia boards for the building.

Resolved:   that this amount is covered in the above allocation of funding to the Swimming Pool.  Cllrs Peart and Rollason to arrange a meeting with the Swimming Pool to talk about their Covenant on the Pool from DCC, schools using the Pool and things in general and report back to the Finance Committee.

To approve Mayor’s Allowance for 2018/19

Resolved:  that the Mayor’s Allowance for 2018/19 should be increased to £1400 and be paid via Teignbridge District Council in line with instructions received from the Internal Auditor.

Cllr Rollason thanked Cllr Peart for all he does as Mayor for the Town.

Elector Fund 

The Elector Fund application submitted in January, 2018 for £1090 for Kingsteignton Twinning Association does not have sufficient community benefits.  Mr Powell, TDC has asked the Town Council to look at the organisations that have already received funds in January 2018 to see if they wish these funds to one of these.  If the council can agree which organisation they would like to present these funds to, Mr Powell will speak with Mr Aggett to see if the amount of £1090 could be paid.

Resolved:  that Mr Powell should be asked for £1090 to be paid to KingsCare, as they carry out a massive amount of work in Kingsteignton and Newton Abbot and offer great benefits to the community.

· DCC – Devon Working Hubs Grant Funding – capital grant programme for up to 50% of eligible costs, capped at £20,000 per hub.  Expressions of interest to be received by midnight Wednesday 30 May, 2018.  Copy of email to be sent to all councillors.
· Request for funding received from Bethany Taylor, Girl Guide, to represent Teignbridge at an International Girlguiding event in Switzerland in August, 2018.  The Town Council have no funds left in the Travel Fund and are unable to give to individuals, only to organisations.   Copy of letter to be forwarded to Cllr Peart who will pass the request for funding on to the Devon Education Trust for consideration.
· SLCC Agendas & Minutes webinar to be held on Wednesday 13 & 20 June, 2018.  Cost £70 + vat.  Resolved:  that Mrs Lewis-Clarke take part in this two module event.  Approved
· The House of Commons has accepted a Government amendment to the Data Protection Bill, the effect of which will be to remove all parish, town and community councils from the initial requirement that they must appoint a Data Protection Officer.  All other obligations under the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) come into force on 25 May, 2018
