To discuss Account with Lloyds Bank in line with charges that are being introduced

The committee were informed of the charges being made by Lloyds Bank on the Business Account that has been opened with them, as follows:

· Monthly account fee £6.50

· Cash payments in and out – The first £1500 per month £1 per £100, anything over £1500 per month - £80 per 100

· Cheques in or out - £0.65

As there was to be a large credit balance on this account, councillors were asked for their instructions as to keeping an account with Lloyds Bank.

Resolved:  that the account should be kept at Lloyds Bank for the time being and that the Clerk and the Chair of Finance should arrange to visit the Lloyds Bank to talk about these charges being made.  In the meantime the Finance Officer should look for another bank account where there are no charges.

After minute: This matter was discussed at the Recreation meeting RFF20/18 and it was resolved that “all printing for Marketing/Publicity material for the Council, must be in colour to enforce our Corporate image.”  Therefore, this has already been discussed and agreed so there is no need for it to be added to the Full Council Agenda as this decision stands for six months.
