· Update on Proludic Consultation

          Cllr Rollason advised that a productive meeting had been held recently with Council representatives, members of FOCP and Proludic, whereby surveys, maps and layouts were reviewed, which resulted in first drafts being prepared.  Proludic will now process to the next stage. The plan will have to be costed.  TDC have confirmed that they are satisfied with the consultation and the process being used.  More detailed information should be available by the next RFF meeting in March.  
· Approve S106 and CIL Budget

Resolved that, the remainder of the unallocated CIL budget of approximately £51K is ear-marked to show our commitment to Proludic.  (After minute, this figure was updated on 18/2/19 due to a payment – as per Finance Officer, Mr J Stacey)
County Cllr Peart advised that the £6K from former County Cllr Dempster, Districts fund is still available from DCC for the bandstand as per the current extension arrangement between DCC and County Cllr Peart, which if not used for the bandstand, can be re-applied for.

S106 monies - Cllr Thorne advised that £60K has been agreed by head of TDC, Greenspaces, Mrs L Montgomery.

After minute – S106 total funding of £188K is available 
A representative from FOCP advised that further funding may be available but would have to be applied for in two parts. We can apply for up to £50k from the Pennon Group and the application is managed by Viridor. Once the landfill site is back in use, we can apply for up to £100k from Viridor.
· Decision on linking results of Proludic survey to social media/website

Resolved that, a copy of the merged survey is to be displayed on both FB and website once a copy has been received from Cllr Rollason.

· Pavers 
After discussion regarding colours, a vote took place with 1 x Cllr abstaining, 5 x for and 2 x against, therefore it was ….
Resolved that, the colours selected for the ground area are ‘yellow’ for the soldier course border and borders around the tree/s and the colour ‘bracken’ for the overall ground area. 
· Update on meeting with Cllrs Peart, Rollason, Jones and Hulls Landscapes – the area is permeable, so no run-off/drainage problems.  The owners of the wall are happy for anything such as repair, painting etc. to be done, a sketch is currently being prepared by Mr Stacey, which is to be sent to the owners.  A P.O. inspection pit within the ground is currently being investigated by Mrs Lewis-Clarke. The Mosaic is to be raised up with the black pavers to edge it.
To date, Hulls are being instructed to clear the whole area which we can then mark up with paint.  A sleeve will be made for display of the Christmas Tree, there will be 5 x signs, a specimen tree, post box, footings for benches to be placed against the wall and lighting (Cllr Peart has a contact for the light)

Cllr Jones has noted that the quote needs revising due to the water supply and the concrete plinth for the mosaic not being required now.   
Resolved that, the working group deal with the pricing of the pavers from Jewsons for an area of approx. 250 sq.m and to get Hulls to clarify the best price they can get.  Whichever is the cheapest, is to be progressed.

Resolved that, Deputy Clerk, Mrs M Lewis-Clarke is to be the working group office contact.
