Cllrs Peart and Rollason had recently attended a meeting with Lorraine Montgomery of TDC to obtain information on the drawing down of funding in view of the proposed re-development, which proved that a complete new start is required on the planning process to re-develop the park by Kingsteignton Town Council.  FOCP can however, still be involved, but it is a major project which will require match funding, presentation of complete plans for the whole project to include all phases, to TDC Scrutiny Committee, with public consultation being arranged through a preferred supplier.  The project has to meet a very strict criteria, including environmental/noise/pollution requirements.
Resolved that, following the last Recreation Meeting held on Wednesday 21 March, 2018 whereby the three resolutions to instruct Narracotts Architects Ltd, Centre Point Surveys Ltd and Andrew Smith Architects are to be withdrawn with immediate effect and should any work already have been done, KTC will pay.
