Clifford Park – FOCP Update
Confirmation that Cllr Jones is a Council Representative on the Friends of Clifford Park Committee, as agreed on Full Council 7 July, 2017 Minutes Item No. 123/17 and re-iterated on the report from Cllr Stevenson at the Full Council 1 November, 2017. All documents are to state Representatives as above.  Cllr Stevenson confirmed that Cllr Dempster is on the FOCP Committee, but not as a Council Representative. 
Cllr Stevenson presented Councillors with a copy of the Programme, Proposals and Actions sheet for the re-development of the park.

An explanation was given as follows:-

Overall Key:-
White type – are items that prices have already been obtained for.

Black type – no prices obtained as yet.

Construction - Critical Path – this work has to be done in the order of the listing, as one thing leads onto another. These are all time related.

No’s 1, 2, & 3, can all come from the funding received from former DCC Cllr T Dempster as they are applicable to the Bandstand.  An extension date has been received for the spend of this funding until 31 December, 2018.
Construction – Non-critical Path – these ancillary items works can be done at any time.

South Devon College students will hopefully be involved with the design and construction of the park furniture, ie. Benches etc.  Cllr Scagell will provide details of Head of Construction , Mr Dean Bowden at SDC, to Cllr Stevenson. Cllr Stevenson to take designs when they hold a meeting.

RFF17/18     Oakford Lawn – History Garden Fencing – re-vised quotes
Following vandalism of the wooden fence which has been erected previously, Council requested new quotes be obtained for security palisade fencing, however, after advice from one of the companies quoting to say that bow top fencing would be more suitable for our requirements, it was requested that new quotes again be obtained, which are as follows:-

Company A - Total Net Amount £2,957.64  

Company B – Total Net Amount £2,630.12

Mrs Simmons explained that Company C from the previous quote for palisade fencing, had not responded to several calls and emails with a revised quote as per the request.

Resolved that, an overall inclusive price is obtained from both  companies A & B, to supply and install bow top fencing and  to ensure that they both meet the same full specification as we state, which must include all fixtures, fittings, sizes and galvanized and painted Green RAL 6005 finish. Number of posts and the thickness of the metalwork and specification of the centres, the width of the fence and gate must be the same.
