Consider a larger venue for Mayors Civic Carol Service

Consider/discuss Solar Panel Quote for Community Hall 

Several companies had been approached to provide a quote for installing Solar Panels on the Community Hall and the only one received was from South West Free Energy Ltd., at a cost of £4,781 + 20% vat for 14 no JA Solar 340W monocrystalline solar panels each rated at 320W.
Resolved:  that we need to ascertain whether the Fire Brigade would still attend a fire if Solar Panels were installed; that our Insurance Cover would not be affected by the installation, to speak to South West Free Energy to ascertain whether the panels were series linked or parallel.  The Council wish them to be parallel.  Subject to all the above being met then the installation of panels should be carried out.
Only one quote was received but there is a paper trail in the office of other companies approached, who would not provide quotes.
